Exit status 
Run this command after completion of every command this gives us an exit status
$? 

An exit status of 0 is success
2 Is an error

Execution Permission with chmod 
Chagne file permissions to executable
$ chmod a+x file-path
 
or
$ chmod +x file-path

Executable file location
/usr/local/bin is in the path variable so put your scripts there
Then run your scripts from anywhere in the terminal
The commands you install actually go to /usr/local/bin

Or put scripts inside a directory in $Path variable

Or from any directory use ./file-name

Make sure that file has executable access such as
chmod a+x filename

So I have this file
/usr/local/bin/_001-hello

Then I can run it from anywhere such as documents

Documents$ _001-hello
